JUDGES:
A complete list of all registered judges must be forwarded to the TG Judging Chair immediately following the registration deadline. Information must include the event to be judged, level of certification and availability. All clubs participating in GBC Trampoline Gymnastics sanctioned meets must provide a qualified judge at every competitive level and event that the club has athletes competing, at a ratio of one judge for every five athletes. 

Failure to meet the required judging quota, shall result in the club being charged the actual cost of supplying a judge or a fine of $100, which ever is the greater amount. (ie; if a judge must travel from outside the competition area, expenses of travel, lodging and per diem will be billed to the club who has failed to meet their judging quota.)

INCOMPLETE / LATE JUDGES REGISTRATION:  NEW

Incomplete/Late Judges Registration

A fine of $10 per judge will be charged to all clubs who fail to submit a completed and accurate judge’s registration form to the Provincial Judging Chairperson as pare of the event registration package.  Forms MUST include the correct number of judges per athlete, level of certification and detailed availability.  Fines will be collected by the Provincial Judging Chairperson at the judge’s information meeting prior to the start of the event. 

CORRECTIONS/SCRATCHES:
NOVEMBER 28, 2009

In the case of an error on the part of the coach/club, a fine of $5.00 per change/correction will be charged and enforced.  All fines must be paid prior to the start of competition. 
INDIVIDUAL REGISTRATION:
Following the event registration deadline, any group may be split, by the athlete’s date of birth, should groups exceed 32 participants. Once the groups have been established (split) these groups will remain consistent until BC Championships. Any new competitors will be added to the appropriate group as needed.

For all levels and categories, the competitors / pairs with the ten best scores from the Preliminary round will advance to the Finals. 

REFUNDS:
Refunds will only be used with a valid and current medical certificate. Certificates must be received within 14 days after the end of the event. NO REFUNDS WILL BE ISSUED AFTER DECEMBER 20, 2009.

DD SHEETS:
Only official TGTC Difficultly Sheets shall be used. Clubs are strongly requested to ensure that ONLY the colour scheme indicated below is used. It is very difficult to verify and sort the DD sheets when each club is using different colours. 

TRAMPOLINE - Light Blue

DOUBLE MINI - Light Pink

TUMBLING - Light Yellow

SYNCHRO - Light Green

Submission
At all GBC TG sanctioned meets, only the FIG numeric system may be used to describe elements on the DD sheet, otherwise the card will not be accepted. DD sheets which are not legible will be returned to the club for resubmission. 
All completed DD sheets must be submitted to the registration table by 3:00pm on FRIDAY DECEMBER 4th. To ensure that all sheets have been received, a check list will be available from the registration table that the club and the organizing committee will verify that the submission is complete. In order to minimize the time necessary to verify that all DD sheets have been submitted, coaches are strongly encouraged to organize the completed sheets alphabetical, by athlete. DD sheets for athletes participating in more than one event may be stapled together. 

Fines / Penalties
Clubs will be fined $100 for late submissions. In the case of an error on the part of the coach/club, a fine of $5.00 per change/correction will be charged and enforced.  All fines must be paid prior to the start of competition. The host club will hold all fines collected. 

Reminder

All DMT passes must be entered on the DD sheets.
UNREGISTERED ATHLETE:
All athletes listed on the entry form must be properly registered as a COMPETITIVE athlete with GBC PRIOR to the NOVEMBER 14, 2009. Fines of $25 for EACH unregistered athletes will be levied against the athlete’s club. 
For the athlete’s own safety, unregistered athletes will NOT BE PERMITTED on the competition floor until registration with GBC has been properly completed and all fines have been paid.

COMPETITON ATTIRE:
All athletes must dress in their club’s team competitive attire for all preliminaries at all BC Provincial Team Trials unless prior approval of the TGTC is given.  

Women:
Bodysuit (long sleeve) 
Sport shorts or tights (optional) for warm up only. 

Men:

Competitive singlet (t-shirt allowed for general warm up)

Competition Longs – as per GCG regulations (there is no restriction on the colour of competition pants although they must be one colour only)

Competition Shorts – shorts may not be longer than mid thigh to a maximum inseam length of 6”

Footwear: 
Mandatory for TR and DMT. TU may compete barefoot. 





TG Women: White trampoline shoes and/or white foot covering

TG Men: White trampoline shoes and /or white foot covering or

matching foot covering for trampoline

Provincial C and 10 & under men are permitted to wear team uniform short instead of competition longs on trampoline.  For all athletes, team uniform shorts must be identical in style.

No jewelry may be worn by competitors, spotters or coaches acting as spotters. Taping of jewelry is not permitted. Medic Alert bracelets can be worn but must be taped.
